IF the plate has
excessive carbon build-up, apply McD Hi-Temp
Grill Cleaner to the grill surface. Wipe the grill
surface with a clean, sanitized grill cloth. Rinse
the grill surface with water. Wipe the grill with a
clean, sanitized towel to remove all cleaner resi-
due.

5. Using a clean, sanitize towel, wipe the crumbs
from the Crumb Tray. If necessary, wash the
Crumb Tray and spatula at the 3 compartment
sink.
